Answering Our Community’s Call
The Starkloff Career Academy added a summer session on top of our spring and fall courses to meet surging demand. 
Workers with disabilities faced pandemic downsizing at a rate nearly 40% higher than their nondisabled peers.
Jobseekers looked for help, finding an ocean of career development resources online, but almost none of it covering disability.
Then they found us.
As working professionals with disabilities, we understand where they are coming from and know the uneven playing field candidates face. 
In 2021, we worked with 145 adults with disabilities to advance their careers through our 10-week Starkloff Career Academy class, disability-focused career development workshops, and 1:1 career coaching.

More than 200 students and faculty relied on us for resources to bridge the gap between college and career last year.
In addition to our Access U program's regular workshops and individual career development, a new offering to prepare disabled students to land internships they need to launch their careers was a huge success!

Dream Big hosted three weeks of Career Exploration Camp in the summer and expanded with a full academic year of events, working with 99 high school students and parents.
Continuing the virtual format ensured teens could safely engage in all of the program activities throughout the year and develop the skills they need to become successful and independent adults with disabilities.

Civic and business leaders listened and worked with us to ensure disability is part of the region's 2030 Jobs Plan to build inclusive growth.
We are seizing this moment to level the playing field for employees with disabilities and bring economic independence within reach.
